Statement of Significance (in one paragraph)

Daniel Tubbs born Feb. 17, 1794, South Carolina, Died March 25, 1882, enlisted in the War of 1812
and fought in the final battle of New Orleans. He received a honorable discharge on April 20, 1815,
in Nashvilte, Tennessee. He entered government land in Section 2, Township 15, Range 8 on
November 5, 1835, on what is now the property of Tubbs Cemetary. By 1840, a community building
was erected for community gatherings, worship services for various religious groups and school

for the children. The Tubbs Cemetary, named after the family, was placed next to the community
building and remains there today. Daniel gave his land to his son, Samuel in 1856 and moved to
land that was granted to him for his service in the War of 1812. Samuel born April 4, 1824, died
Sept. 27, 1902, served in the 5th and 6th divisions of the Alabama Confederate Army. He was
captured at Decatur, Alabama on May 26, 1864 and marched to prison at Rock Island, Illionis.

He stayed there until the close of the war. On February 28, 1865 he was admitted to CSA

Hospital (Howard's Grove), Richmond, VA for treatment of diabetes. After his discharge he
returned to his propery in the Tubbs Community that was given to him by his father. He

bought an additional 280 acres of land and donated the mineral rights to the Georgia Pacific _
Railroad to get rail service for the Oakman area. He along with his wife, Malinda Cranford Tubbs -~ -
and children are buried in the Tubbs Cemetary. The property remained in the family until

Tubbs Church of Christ bought the propety in 1953.

Tubbs Cemetery in Walker County Added to Historic Register

The Tubbs Cemetery in the vicinity of Oakman is among the historic
properties recently added to the Alabama Register of Landmarks and Heritage.

The cemetery is situated on land originally owned by Daniel Tubbs, a
native of South Carolina who settled in Walker County around 1835. Tubbs and
his family eventually donated a portion of their land for a cemetery and
community house, which was used for religious, educational, and social
purposes.

The original building, constructed around 1840, is no longer standing.
In its place is a community center that was erected in 1950.

Today, about 200 persons are buried in the Tubbs Cemetery. The oldest
gravesites date back to 1841.

The Alabama Register is a prestigious statewide listing of buildings,
structures, objects, and districts that possess architectural and historical
significance. It is administered by the Alabama Historical Commission, the
official state agency responsible for preserving Alabama's historic resources.
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
